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Less toxic iron phosphate slug bait proves effectev

CORVALLIS, Ore. — After years of studying the effects aftd on slugs for the Oreggn
grass seed industry, Oregon State University entomolodgstnGrisher has learned a Jot
about battling the slugs. Only two effective chemicals are legeaad formulated into slyg
and snail baits for use on home gardens and on food anatregedin the United Statds,
Fisher pointed out — metaldehyde and iron phosphate. Heiswedlleagues found that the
less toxic slug baits containing iron phosphate are as effetiweetaldehyde baits for cdn-
trolling the slugs that damage gardens & landscapes, incladmgion gray garden slugg.
Iron phosphate slug and snail baits, originally usedurofe, have been registered in fhe
United States since 1997. Products containing iron phasphelude: "Sluggo,” "Escaj-
Go!" and "Worry Free" slug and snail bait. These are soleketed bait, typically applief
to the ground around plants or crops. Iron phosphate Hearts proven to be relatively ngn-
toxic around children and pets, unlike those baits contaimietaldehyde, according to the
U.S. Environmental Protection Agency. Metaldehyde has beantae ingredient in slutl;I

and snail baits since the 1930s.
Products containing varying concentrations of metaldehyde ect@bry's Slug and Sn4gi
Death", "Deadline," and "Slug-Tox." These products are soiflaasiles, sprays, dusts, pel-
leted grain or bait and are typically applied to the groundrar@lants or crops, to attrgct
and kill slugs and snails.

Classified by the EPA as a "slightly toxic compound,” metayde may be fatal to dogsjor

A
crop or vegetable garden is at its greatest risk of slug damage plants
are young.

By baiting just before seeding, your slug bait will be itirgor food on thg

soil surface, so slugs won't be attracted away from the bddliage from

plants, said Fisher.

For vegetable and fruit plants, pellet baiting is recommendéu:ny
baiting food gardens for slugs, apply baits at a densiapout four td
eight pellets per square foot of soil surface. Pick a time wlagtime
temperatures will be at least 50 degrees, with night temperatat
below 42 degrees. If the soil is not wet, sprinkle it withter just be
fore applying the bait to make it more hospitable for stagsome td
the soil surface where the bait is.

Don't forget to bait in the spring and the fall. Auturaraih importang
time to keep controlling slugs because you can kill manyehthe
fore they lay eggs.
