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New Book Corner

The Herb Society of America's Essential Guide to Growing and Cooking 
with Herbs, edited by Katherine Schlosser, covers several topics.  There is a 
description of the National Herb Garden at the National Arboretum in 
Washington, D.C.  There is a general discussion on growing and using 
herbs, and a long chapter profiling culinary herbs, like anise, basil, chervil, 
and so on.  Following is a chapter covering herbs considered by the FDA to 
be unsafe for human consumption.  Sassafras oil, Bee Balm (Monarda sp.), 
and Borage (Borago officinalis), are among the many herbs no longer 
deemed safe to eat.  The plant profiles were the best section of this book, in 
my opinion.  There are over a hundred pages of recipes, contributed and 
tested by Herb Society members.  However, except for some low-fat recipes 
pairing herbs and vegetables, I thought that this was the weakest part of the 
book.  Many recipes were very oily, or had unnecessarily complicated 
preparation, or very long ingredient lists.  Some were all of the above!   

The Herb Society's opus is worth checking out from the library, but I  
wouldn't want it on my bookshelf.  The plant decriptions are quite good, but 
other parts of the book speak more to Herb Society members than to the 
general gardening public.   

Judy's Simple Dilled Tomatos: 

1 medium tomato, coarsely chopped 
1 Tbs. wine vinegar 
1 Tbs. or so chopped baby dill leaves 
Stir together in a pretty bowl.  Serve and eat it soon. 

Note:  Dill is a very easy, self-sowing annual.  The young plants are espe-
cially yummy with fish or a mild vegetable like summer squash.  
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with is selecting my favorites.  I just seem to love them 
all.  When and if I do decide that one is so special that I 
want to share it with the world, I will then get to name it 
and leave a legacy of beauty.  What could be better than 
that?  All from just a seed of imagination.
